The thesis presents the results of theoretical analysis and practical solution
to the problem of training future preschool teachers to teach Ethnoculture basics to
senior preschool children. The results are presented through revealing educational
conditions for this process in pedagogical college educational environment.

The purpose of the research is to justify and experimentally verify
educational conditions for training future preschool teachers to teach Ethnoculture
basics to senior preschool children in pedagogical college environment.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results is that: for the first time,
pedagogical conditions are substantiated (awareness of future educators of the
importance of ethnopedagogical component of their professional training; creating
in the pedagogical college ethno-educational environment focused on formation of
future teachers’ ethnopedagogical culture; optimization of students’
ethnopedagogical training through interconnection of theory and practice focused

on Ethno-education). The author has explained the essence and structure of the



notions “formation of the basics of ethnoculture in senior preschool children”,
“training future preschool teachers to form Ethnoculture basics in preschool
children”, as well as identified the components (cognitive, value-motivational,
action), the criteria (informative-axiological, motivational-directional, action-
effective) and indicators of future preschool teachers’ readiness to form
Ethnoculture basics in preschool children, characterized its levels (sufficient,
satisfactory, low). The author has described the stages of future preschool teachers’
readiness to form ethnoculture basics in senior preschool children (target-oriented,
ethnoculture-directed, reflective-practical stages), at each of which the proved
pedagogical conditions were realized. The concepts “future preschool teachers’
ethnopedagogical culture”, “pedagogical college ethnocultural environment” have
been specified; methodology of future preschool teachers’ professional training has
been further developed.

The practical significance of the obtained research results is that the
diagnostic and experimental methods of future educators for the formation of
Ethnoculture basics in children of senior preschool age in the pedagogical college
educational environment have been developed and experimentally tested; the
special course “Ethnopedagogy” has supplemented the content of the Preschool
Pedagogy course with additional Ethnopedagogy related topics; the permanent
workshop “Design and implementation of forms and methods of ethnopedagogy in
the formation of the foundations of children's ethnoculture”; the program of
pedagogical circles (“Preschool teacher’s Ethnopedagogical Culture”, “Etnos”)
have been introduced; classes with the use of ethnopedagogical trainings "Are we
the same or different?"”, "Synthesis of national and international in the formation of
preschool teachers’s ethnoculture” have been designed; training for parents "Folk
toy unites adults and children”, scenarios of ethnopedagogical expeditions
("Studying the traditions of Ukrainian children's studies™), folklore festivals
("From Grandma's box", "Grandma's fairy tale", "We honor our grandfathers")

have been conducted.



The main results of the dissertation can be used by teachers of pedagogical
colleges, graduate students in the process of preparing scientific articles,
guidelines, etc .; students of pedagogical colleges for writing qualifying works;
student government and curators in educational work with students, etc.

The first section “Theoretical principles of future preschool teachers’
training to form ethnoculture basics in senior preschool children” presents
literature review on the formation of ethnoculture basics in senior preschool
children. In it, the essence of key research concepts have been specified and
concretized, namely: “ethnos”, “culture”, “ethnoculture”, “formation of
ethnoculture basics in senior preschool children”. Research on ethnopedagogy in
educating preschool children has been analyzed. Ukrainian national means and
features of their influence on the child’s personality have been characterized.

The concept of “forming the foundations of ethnoculture in older preschool
children” is understood as an organized process aimed at mastering the culture of
their people, learning its patterns and values, cultural, historical, social experience
of their ethnic group, forming in children a sense of belonging and respect for their
homeland, development of ethical, aesthetic and moral qualities of the child's
personality on the basis of the use of ethnocultural education in the educational
process of preschool education institutions.

Research on future preschool teachers’ professional training has been
analyzed. As a result, the author has come to the conclusion that researchers study
the issue by clarifying the content and methods of teaching students certain
components of professional activity that focus on the preschool children’s
development, education, upbringing, activities, behavior, character traits etc. The
study of the concept “future preschool teachers’ training to form ethnoculture
basics of in preschool children” has been interpreted as a purposeful process of
forming their knowledge of educational traditions accumulated by the people and
recognized by modern ethnopedagogical science as effective for pedagogical use in
educational process of preschool education institutions through folk pedagogical

heritage and achievements of ethnopedagogical science.



It is emphasized that along with the acquisition of universal cultural values
and professional knowledge, the goals of students’ professional training students
are changing in the direction of focusing on deep study and preservation of
national spiritual treasury, traditions, customs, creative heritage of ethnopedagogy,
as well as national education system.

The second section “Future preschool teachers’ readiness to form
ethnoculture basics in senior preschool children” identifies the components,
criteria, indicators and characterizes the levels of future preschool teachers’
readiness to form the ethnoculture basics in senior preschool children. In it, the
organization of research and the methodology of carrying out a statement stage of
experiment are covered.

In the study, the future preschool teachers’ readiness to form ethnoculture
basics in senior preschool children is considered as a result of their professional
and pedagogical training in pedagogical college, which consists of cognitive,
value-motivational, action components, each of which meets the criteria and
indicators. Criteria for assessing the future preschool teachers’ readiness to form
ethnoculture basics in senior preschool children are: informative-axiological with
indicators: familiarity with the components of Ukrainian ethnopedagogy (“folk
genealogy (familology)”, “folk child science”, “common educational practice”,
“ethnics” , “Folk deontology”); familiarity with ethnopedagogical means of
forming ethnoculture basics in children; awareness of the peculiarities of creating
an ethno-space of a modern preschool institution; motivational-guiding criterion
with indicators: the presence of stable motivation to study ethnopedagogical
experience and its use in the educational process of environmental education,
awareness of the value of using the achievements of regional ethnopedagogy in the
educational process of preschool institutions as a priority of instilling humanistic
values and goals of pedagogical activity; attitude to ethnopedagogical activities
with senior preschool children and formation of their ethnoculture basics; action-
effective with indicators: ability and skills to use various means of ethnopedagogy

for formation of ethnoculture basics in children; ability to efficiently organize



different types of ethnocultural activities in preschool institutions; ability to apply
methodology to select time-tested means of ethnopedagogy and effectively
integrate them into the educational process of preschool education institutions.
Based on certain criteria and indicators, the levels of future preschool teachers’
readiness to form ethnoculture basics in senior preschool children are characterized
as sufficient, satisfactory, and low.

In the third section “Experimental work on future preschool teachers’
training to form ethnoculture basics in senior preschool children” the author
defines the pedagogical conditions of this training in the pedagogical college
educational environment. In the chapter, the course of forming and results of final
stages of experiment are given.

On the basis of theoretical research and results of the ascertaining stage of
the experiment, the pedagogical conditions of future preschool teachers’ training to
form ethnoculture basics in preschool children are defined and substantiated. The
conditions are as follows: future preschool teachers’ awareness of importance of
ethnopedagogical component in their professional training; creating in the
pedagogical college ethno-educational environment focused on formation of future
teachers’ ethnopedagogical culture; optimization of students’ ethnopedagogical
training through interconnection of theory and practice focused on Ethno-
education. Each of the above-mentioned conditions was implemented at the
appropriate stages of preparation.

At the tentative stage, the pedagogical condition “awareness of future
educators of the importance of ethnopedagogical component of their professional
training” was realized through the development and implementation of the special
course “Ethnopedagogy” in the educational process, introduction of additional
topics of ethnopedagogy in teaching; introduction of a permanent workshop
“Design and implementation of forms and methods of ethnopedagogy in the
formation of ethnoculture basics in children”. Effective forms and methods of
implementation were: traditional and problem lectures, seminars-conferences,

seminars-discussions on ethnopedagogical science, laboratory classes with creative



and exploratory tasks, discussions, business games, exercises, ethno-skills
competitions of future preschool teachers, round tables with educators who use
ethno-pedagogical heritage, seminars-debates, staging of rites, development of
holiday scenarios, etc.

The implementation of the second pedagogical condition - creating in the
pedagogical college ethno-educational environment focused on formation of future
teachers’ ethnopedagogical culture - was carried out through the participation of
students in the pedagogical circle “Preschool teacher’s ethnopedagogical culture”
with the use of Living Library interactive technology; classes with the use of
ethnopedagogical trainings “Are we the same or different?” and “Synthesis of
national and international in the formation of ethnoculture educator”.

Implementation of the third pedagogical condition - optimization of
students’ ethnopedagogical training through interconnection of theory and practice
focused on ethno-education - was carried out at a reflective-practical stage by
involving students in ethnopedagogical lecture hall, the main forms of which were:
lecture-dialogue, workshops, mini-research and its presentation; conducting an
ethnopedagogical expedition “Studying the traditions of Ukrainian child science”,
various ethnopedagogical activities for senior preschool children’s parents; Family
club, training for parents “Folk toy unites adults and children”, competitions (“My
loved grandmother”, “We honor our grandparents™), etc.

The results of the study have demonstrated the dynamic positive changes in
the indicators of future preschool teachers’ readiness to form ethnoculture basics in
senior preschool children under the influence of gradually implemented
pedagogical conditions.
