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It has been argued that corruption is a transnational phenomenon and poses a
threat to the entire global community. The combating of corruption in different
countries is carried out with different effectiveness and in different directions, but it
1s obvious that an international anti-corruption strategy is needed, which will include
various preventive and repressive measures.

The author has established that one of the factors of effective counteraction to
corruption in any State is the system of anti-corruption bodies which combines the
efforts of citizens, NGOs and law enforcement agencies. It has been noted that the
system of anti-corruption bodies in Ukraine is characterised by diversity and
interaction of various structures.

The author has proposed to classify anti-corruption bodies in Ukraine
according to various criteria that reflect different aspects of their role and functions
in combating corruption. Thus, according to the organisational level, anti-corruption
bodies are divided into: 1) central authorities (National Agency on Corruption
Prevention, National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine, Specialised Anti-
Corruption Prosecutor's Office); 2) regional and local authorities (regional anti-
corruption departments, local authorities with anti-corruption departments).
According to their functional orientation, the actors of the anti-corruption system
can be divided into those that investigate corruption offences (e.g. NABU and
SAPO) and those that mainly carry out preventive measures and monitoring (e.g.
NACP). According to the level of institutional dependence, anti-corruption bodies
are usually divided into independent bodies, such as NABU, SAPO, NACP, which

have the status of independent institutions with the right to conduct independent



activities and make decisions, and anti-corruption and law enforcement agencies that
are accountable to the government.

It has been pointed out that among all domestic anti-corruption actors, the
National Anti-Corruption Bureau of Ukraine has the most effective and efficient
model of activity, which is why this body enjoys the support of the public and
Ukraine's international partners.

The author has characterised the legal framework for the activities of anti-
corruption bodies in Ukraine, as well as scientific approaches to the classification of
such legal frameworks. The author has attempted to classify the legal framework by
the degree of legal force. It has been studied the provisions of the Constitution of
Ukraine which constitute the primary legal basis for law enforcement and anti-
corruption activities of anti-corruption bodies in Ukraine. It have been cited the
relevant provisions of international treaties ratified by the Verkhovna Rada of
Ukraine, laws of Ukraine, decrees of the President of Ukraine, resolutions of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, orders of ministries, decisions and orders of
Ukrainian anti-corruption bodies, etc. It has been emphasised that there are a number
of other ways to classify the legal framework for combating corruption.

It has been noted that political pressure and insufficient legislative support
affect the weakening of the process of combating corruption in Ukraine for several
reasons, including insufficiently effective institutions, political pressure, lack of
funding and resources, lack of public support, and insufficient international
cooperation. It has been argued that in order to improve the efficiency of anti-
corruption and law enforcement agencies of Ukraine and to eliminate the above
shortcomings, it is necessary to improve the current legislation regulating the tasks
and functions of anti-corruption actors. The author has identified the key aspects of
such improvement in view of their impact on the process of combating corruption in
Ukraine, in particular, expansion of the NACP's powers, increase of transparency
and openness in government, development of civil society, and international

cooperation.



The author has pointed out the need to strengthen control over the activities
of anti-corruption and law enforcement officials, as well as the importance of
improving their professional qualifications and ethical standards. It has been noted
that ensuring high moral and professional performance of employees in these areas
is of great importance for restoring public confidence in the authorities and the legal
system as a whole.

It has been emphasised that research and analysis of the tasks and functions
of anti-corruption bodies in Ukraine are extremely important, since corruption
remains one of the main threats to the country's development and violates the
principles of justice, transparency and equality. It has been pointed out that the
importance of understanding the essence of the tasks and functions of the entities
involved in combating corruption is revealed in the unity of the following key
aspects: ensuring efficiency of actions; ensuring transparency and openness;
increasing public trust; stimulating economic development of society; enhancing
international reputation; ensuring the unity of science and practice and improving
lawmaking.

It has been formulated the author's approach to defining the tasks of anti-
corruption actors, which are understood as specific actions aimed at preventing,
detecting and suppressing corruption in various spheres of society, defined by
legislative acts and specified by the status provisions of various institutions,
organisations, agencies and other entities involved in combating corruption.

It has been made an attempt to outline some common and distinctive features
of law enforcement and anti-corruption agencies, which allows for a broader view
of the essence of their tasks and functions. The common features include the fight
against corruption, the rule of law and information exchange. It has been
substantiated that the distinctive features between law enforcement and anti-
corruption bodies in Ukraine are limited to the purpose and focus of their activities,
professional selection, public service, controllability and the possibility of

interference in their daily activities.



The tasks of anti-corruption entities in Ukraine include prevention of
corruption, detection and investigation of corruption offences; the functions of anti-
corruption entities in terms of general administrative law include control and
supervision; conducting anti-corruption investigations; and educational activities.

It has been determined that the availability of clearly defined competences and
powers in the legislation is key to combating corruption. It has been noted that a
clear division of roles (powers and competences) between anti-corruption bodies,
especially between specialised anti-corruption bodies, and their interaction with
traditional general law enforcement bodies facilitates effective decision-making.
The author has analysed the essence of the term "competence", which is used in the
scientific literature to combine such concepts as "powers", "tasks" and "functions".
This category is used to define the rights and obligations of a particular entity in a
certain area over which such an entity has influence.

The author has presented the key approaches to the interpretation of the
category of "powers", the analysis of which has made it possible to realise that the
category of "powers" indicates the right or permission to perform certain actions
which may be granted in accordance with the law. Based on the analysis of the
opinions of scholars in the field of administrative law, the author notes that the most
objective approach to determining the subject's competence used in the modern
theory of administrative law is to distinguish two elements in its structure: powers
and functions, and they also determine the subject of accountability of the subject
with the relevant competence.

It has been argued that the scope of activities of an anti-corruption body should
be reflected in its competence and be legally justified. An indispensable element of
competence is the authority, which, on the one hand, is a direct expression of the
power granted by the state, and on the other hand, is a specific feature of the holder
of the relevant competence.

It has been determined that the competence of a public authority is a set of
powers established by law to perform the functions and tasks assigned to it by the

State, and powers are a set of rights and obligations of a body.



On the basis of the above views of scholars and the author's statements, the
author's vision of certain areas of improvement of the competence and powers of
anti-corruption actors in Ukraine is proposed.

It has been determined the role of legal liability in the process of combating
corruption in Ukraine. Based on the analysis of legislation and its application
practice, the author determines that an effective mechanism for taking measures
against those guilty of corrupt practices plays a key role in ensuring law and order
and restoring public trust in governmental structures. The author has emphasised
that the existence of inevitable legal liability of anti-corruption actors is closely
linked to strengthening public trust in governmental structures, as well as to
encouraging anti-corruption entities to comply with the law and ethical standards in
their daily activities, and to preventing illicit enrichment of anti-corruption actors
through corruption schemes, money laundering and other offences.

It has been substantiated that legal liability as a necessary element of the
administrative and legal status of subjects of combating corruption in Ukraine should
include the following components: firstly, it i1s a clearly defined state of public
relations as the purpose and result of the application of the instrument under study,
when compliance with the rules of law by individual subjects of public relations is
objectively optimal for them as participants in public relations, providing for the
existence of an imperative regarding the inadmissibility of violation of these rules;
secondly, it is a subjective perception of the The author has emphasised that the
importance of administrative liability lies in the fact that it allows for a quick
response to offences and appropriate measures to be taken without lengthy court
procedures.

The author has stated that the study of foreign experience in combating
corruption is one of the most important areas of obtaining information on the means,
methods and forms of creating a culture of intolerance to corruption and reducing
the level of corruption in the State. Studying the experience of foreign countries
allows avoiding contradictions in anti-corruption activities and implementing

decades-proven approaches to anti-corruption strategies. The author has highlighted



that when borrowing foreign experience of combating corruption in the public
service, which includes measures of various kinds, it is important to take into
account the phenomenon of legal consciousness which develops under the influence
of the peculiarities of the historical formation of the State, spiritual and value
features of the functioning of the State institutions at the level of which the anti-
corruption outlook and consciousness are laid. It has been argued that some
countries of the world have used special laws to implement targeted measures aimed
at combating corruption. Some states use laws that are directly designed to
counteract corruption. Other countries regulate a number of specific aspects of anti-
corruption within the framework of legislation on combating organised crime or
organisation of the civil service.

It has been noted that successful anti-corruption requires a combination of
different approaches, including legal means, civil society involvement, international
cooperation and strengthening of control institutions. Each country should develop
its own strategy depending on its specific circumstances and objectives, but the
experience and examples of other countries can serve as "pillars" for Ukraine on the
way to building its own effective anti-corruption system.

It has been substantiated that in the national context, based on Norway's
experience in combating corruption, it is advisable to: first, actively implement
electronic management systems and ensure a high level of openness of public
institutions; second, focus on transparency in the financial sector and ensure an
effective mechanism for identifying and responding to potential corruption risks;
third, actively engage the public and the media to promote transparency and
accountability in government.

It has been pointed out that a characteristic element of the German anti-
corruption system is the existence of a register of corrupt legal entities; a similar
element of anti-corruption policy would be appropriate to introduce in Ukraine.

It has been shown that an effective mechanism of an independent anti-
corruption body, similar to the Icelandic Office of the Special Prosecutor, can be an

effective measure that we see significant potential for Ukraine.



It has been argued that based on the analysis of the peculiarities of combating
corruption offences in different countries of the world, it is possible to comprehend
the leading principles of the national anti-corruption strategy: the existence of a
strong political will of the State leadership in the field of combating corruption and
the formation of a unified State policy in the field of combating corruption, which
would include State, political, economic, social and legal measures.

It has been argued that improvement of interaction and coordination between
anti-corruption actors in Ukraine is a key factor in combating this negative
phenomenon. It has been substantiated that ensuring effective cooperation between
all levels of government, anti-corruption and law enforcement agencies, the public
and international partners is an important prerequisite for achieving significant
results in overcoming corruption. Increased transparency, information exchange and
interaction between all stakeholders play an important role in building a system that
effectively combats corruption, ensuring better control and prevention of corrupt
practices. However, it is necessary to constantly improve this process, taking into
account new challenges in the field of combating corruption. Among other things,
the improvement of interaction and coordination between anti-corruption actors in
Ukraine was identified as a critical aspect in ensuring the effectiveness of countering
this negative phenomenon.

It has been concluded that there is currently close cooperation between the
NACP and the NABU in the field of combating corruption in Ukraine. The NACP
provides the NABU with information from declarations, which can be an important
source of evidence for further investigations. On the other hand, the NABU, when
identifying corruption offences in the course of its investigations, may pass the
materials to the NACP to verify the compliance of declarations. This interaction
makes the process of detecting and stopping corruption offences more efficient.

It has been noted that in recent years, the NACP and the NABU have made
significant progress in combating corruption in Ukraine. The NABU has been
successful in investigating criminal proceedings against high-ranking officials. The

NACP ensures a high level of transparency of public authorities through the



publication of declarations, which helps to identify illegal actions of officials. It has
been stated that it is the joint efforts of the NABU and the NAPC that is the way to
significant success in combating corruption. Government transparency, thorough
investigations and accountability to the law are key principles that help build public
trust in state institutions. The development of the NACP and NABU is an integral
part of Ukraine's path to a fair and democratic society.

The author has highlighted the importance of professional development of
anti-corruption and law enforcement oftficials involved in combating corruption and
the creation of mechanisms to stimulate their effective work. This will contribute to
the formation of a professional and highly qualified corps of specialists who will be
able to effectively identify corruption processes and make constructive decisions.

It has been proven that coordination has a broader meaning, since it is an area
of management activity aimed at ensuring joint work of law enforcement agencies
within a particular region, i.e., ensuring interaction. It has been noted that interaction
in the field of law enforcement as an object of administrative and legal regulation is
an element of activity which is organised in the process of coordination by
authorised entities.

It has been established that interaction and coordination in the field of law
enforcement cannot be considered separately. It has been generalised that interaction
of specialised anti-corruption actors should be understood as joint activities of anti-
corruption actors enshrined in legal acts, which are carried out according to an
agreed plan (programme, strategy) in accordance with the tasks of the actors within
their competence and are limited to joint implementation of the State anti-corruption
policy, joint reporting, and analysis of the results of their activities.

It has been determined that in order to improve the interaction and
coordination between the actors of combating corruption, Ukraine needs to: expand
the range of subjects of interaction by establishing closer contacts with bloggers -
opinion leaders in society, the media, international organisations and foundations
in the course of obtaining international grants; to develop methodological

recommendations for such cooperation, which should involve representatives of



various anti-corruption agencies, journalists and civil society activists engaged in
civic anti-corruption investigations; to ensure that duplication of activities of various
anti-corruption and law enforcement agencies is prevented by relevant interagency
orders; identify the entity authorised to coordinate the activities of various anti-
corruption actors, its powers, as well as the limits of influence on the relevant legal
relations; outline the goals and objectives of the relevant interaction, including in the
field of legal education and education of the younger generation, establishing zero
tolerance to corruption in higher education institutions, etc.; identifying sources of
financial and logistical support for joint activities of specialised anti-corruption
actors; and, at the level of relevant bylaws, providing for the establishment of joint
training centres between different anti-corruption actors, which could be used for
regular joint training, professional development, coaching, etc.
